Administrator:
Water Operations

Routine Maintenance and Operation: Clean and maintain sediment basins, CIP filter units weekly, back-wash at least one Aeralater per day, maintain chemical levels. Welding on Aerolators. 

Water Treatment Improvement Project (WIP): Preconstruction meeting will be next Tuesday.  

Well #5: Phase II of this project is part of the WIP and will progress as such.

Distribution: Repair leaks as needed, service calls, shut offs, turn on, OUPS tickets and read meters. Repaired leak on S 4th St.

Waste Water Operations

Routine Maintenance and Operation: Pressing and composting as scheduled, routine and preventative maintenance as scheduled. 

Sewer Reline Project Phase II: Bid opening has been extended a week to allow for additional bidders. The new bid opening will be July 18.  

Street

Routine Maintenance and Operation: Clean catch basins and culverts, repair leak holes, sweep streets, assist distribution crew as needed.

Glass Ave: Working on required reports and studies.

Paving: Brown Ave has been completed. We are working on storm culverts on N 7th and then we will resurface. 

Misc. Work: Maintain streets, repair, clean, maintain equipment and facilities, patch holes as material is available. Clean and repair culverts and catch basins. 

General Administration

Routine Administrative Functions: Oversee operations at the Street, WTP and WWTP departments, review and sign PO’s and invoices, H.R. functions, payroll preparation, work cooperatively with the Mayor, Fiscal Officer, Income Tax, Utilities Clerk, Park Liaison, Building Inspector, Village Council, Police and Fire to ensure the day-to-day operation of the Village.

Revised City & County Water Agreements: I revised the County and Cambridge Water agreements to reflect the changes as previously discussed and emailed them to your respective emails. Mr. Ferguson is preparing an addendum to the City agreement for Council’s approval. Council will need to approve the County agreement. 

AED grant: Applied for a $1,000 grant on behalf of the Fire Department for a new AED. 

ARC Grant Application: I updated our ARC grant application and although it did not “make the cut”, the updated application will raise the score. We will be in line for the funding if another project “drops out” or does not meet the requirements.  

Guernsey Power Station: The design for Phase I of the wastewater line is complete and the PTI has been submitted to the OEPA.

ROW Ordinance: Eric Sandine from ROW Consulting is here and can answer any questions regarding the proposed legislation. 

ADA & DOJ: I have been working on an update for the DOJ. A representative from the DOJ will be in the Village on July 23rd. We have a couple items that we are working to correct before the visit.

Liability Insurance Renewal: To date, I have not received any proposal for the new policy period. The current policy expires August 26th.

Equipment: we have had some considerable breakdowns on equipment recently. This may temporarily delay some projects.

Mayor:
The mayor is continuing his work on economic development and getting grants.

Welcomed Kristi Garabrant, who has replaced John Lowe at The Daily Jeffersonian.

Welcomed Eric Sandine from Ohio RoW, who provided updates to council on the right-of-way program. 

Park:
Fireworks rescheduled for Saturday, August 17th, 2019.

Zoning:
Worked on processing a few permit applications

Village Services:
Working on getting equipment fixed

N. 7th Street resurfacing will be starting soon
