Administrator’s Report: 
Water Operations

Routine Maintenance and Operation: Clean and maintain sediment basins, maintain chemical levels, ensure proper backwash and operation of pressure filters and UF units.

Well #4: The contractor is finishing up the work. The well is expected to be back online tomorrow. 

UF Conversion: Awaiting some additional parts. Hope to be completed by the end of this month. 

Water Model Project: Working on data collection for the project.

Leak: Several leaks over the past couple of weeks. Mostly related to the 500k tank line. One on N 3rd. 

Wastewater Operations

Routine Maintenance and Operation: Pressing as scheduled, routine, and preventative maintenance as scheduled. 

Marietta Rd Sewer Extension: No change in status. 

Rolling Hills Plant Conversion: Pipe has been installed on Indian Lake Rd. The contractor will be working on the gravity portion of the project on Lucasburg Rd over the next couple of weeks. I have been posting road closures and traffic on our Facebook page. 

Purchase Mobile Pump: The pump that we agreed to purchase in December has a minor issue in the specs that was overlooked by the Vendor.  We have worked with the vendor to return that pump and purchase the next size up. I have prepared and emailed you a resolution to make the necessary changes. 

N 8th/Glass: We performed video work on N 8th. Did not see any obvious issues. We are going to video Glass, when we get the vactor back or the flow is down enough to perform the work. 

Street

Routine Maintenance and Operation: sweep streets, clean and maintain catch basins and storm water system, patch holes. Assist other departments as requested.  

New Dump Truck: Still awaiting delivery of the plow. As of Tuesday, the ETA from the shop is next week. 

Jetter/Vactor: Is still in the shop getting maintenance. 

Rail Crossing: I have been working on various aspects of the issue. Mr. Netting and I made contact with a representative from OC. I have also spoken with a representative from Zemba. I have been in contact with a representative from PUCO to assess some funding opportunities. I also made contact with OMEGA for possible funding and data collection. At this time I am making a recommendation to install temporary crossing signs. Possibly LED flashing signs. Estimate for the signs is $10,380.68. LED signs will have 6 to 8 week lead time. 

Tree Trimming: Is now complete on Main. J&S did a great job. 

General Administration

[bookmark: _Hlk14876812]Routine Administrative Functions: Oversee operations at the Street, WTP and WWTP departments, review and sign PO’s and invoices, H.R. functions, payroll preparation, work cooperatively with the Mayor, Fiscal Officer, Income Tax, Utilities Clerk, Park Liaison, Village Council, Police and Fire to ensure the day-to-day operation of the Village.

Zoning: 1- Building Permit / 2- ROW Permits

SEOCBI: 
· Met with JCI onsite to train on the HVAC controls. 
· Should have the “big beautiful” brochure by the end of the month. 
· We did get awarded the AMLER grant. We are assessing other options. 

Health Insurance: No further information at this time.  

Patriot Park Lights: We will probably wait closer to spring to get dependable weather to install the lights. 

New Council Orientation: I met with Mr. Gadd and Mr. Miller to go over the material and work on getting them up to speed. We will meet another day within the next week to complete the fiscal portion of the training.

Mayor’s Report: 

 Beautification – Starting to plan for the 2026 Beautification projects. Working on new signs and banners for downtown. The 2026 campaign will kick off next month. The light project for Patriot Park is still being developed.

Code Enforcement – Two properties have been submitted to the land bank. They are still waiting to ensure that the grant for this year has been approved.
The position for the new code enforcement officer has been posted.

New Business – There are two new businesses coming into the village. I also spoke to another person about a potential business coming to town.

Grants – Working on the park Capitol Improvement Grant and also the Nature Works Grant. Working on planning for the 2026 budget.

Events/Planning –  Working on America 250 and Jonathon Bye Days committees. Easter is our next event.

Fire/EMS: See attached report.
Police Report: Chief Dolan expressed that Officer Gombeda and his K-9 have not only done their job in the village but have also assisted other departments within the community. Chief Dolan said that the police department answers calls in Jackson Township but does not receive any monetary compensation for those calls. They do not patrol, but will respond when needed. The Township is willing to pay the department to come to an agreement with a contract to provide coverage.

Park Report: Sign-ups for the softball league are coming up soon.  

Village Services: Nothing to report.

Finance: Finance committee meeting will be set up in the near future.
